With National
Volunteer Week just past it is impor-
tant to acknowledge the many areas
where volunteers add value to
FAN’s services, through mentoring,
visiting support teams, lead tenants
and child play supervisors as well as
contribution on the Board.

During the past few months FAN
has reviewed the staffing model and
is currently accepting applications
for a Team Leader.

FAN and Eastern Health — Eastern
Dual Diagnosis Service are now in
partnership for the Youth Homeless-
ness Dual Diagnosis regional
response.

This new initiative will be
funded through the National
Partnership Agreement over 4
years.

The Australian Human Rights
Framework

As someone who manages
services for people with a
disability, and as Chair of FAN, I
was interested to read the newly
released Human Rights
Framework. | applaud the
sentiments (they're all good!),
however, | wonder if they are just
that — sentiments. Without getting
too cynical in my first article for
the FAN Newsletter — it is an
election year!! Having worked
with Indigenous communities, |
would also question the statement
that: ‘Australia can be proud of its
human rights record’. While |
think that we have come a long
way in some  respects, Australia
is the only ~ Western democracy
without human rights legislation.
So, let’s not be too quick to con-
gratulate ourselves.

Arnand Grover, the UN Special
Rapporteur on the right of
everyone to the enjoyment of the

Homeless Support Services

Welcome to the winter edition of
our newsletter, hopefully we can
stretch out a few more sunny and
crisp winter mornings in the
coming weeks. There are several
reasons for our current busy-ness,
however firstly we would like to
give a big thank you to Jacqui
Gabriel, who has shown
leadership and skill as Acting
Team Leader for the Homeless
Support Services.

Recently there has been a lot of
activity at FAN in terms of broader
sector research projects. Two
Independent studies recruited
several clients of FAN to
contribute their opinions and
share their stories of their
experience of homelessness in
the context of the family unit. The
feedback from participants was
that it was a valuable opportunity
to be involved in and the
generous remuneration for their
time was appreciated too.
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highest attainable standard of
physical and mental health (what
a title), has joined a growing list of
experts who are critical of
Australia's human rights record,
particularly in Indigenous affairs
and the treatment of asylum-
seekers. In preliminary
observations following a 12-day
visit to Awustralia (published 4
December 2009) - Mr Grover said
he was greatly concerned by
Australia's  failure to incorporate
international human rights
standards into domestic law.

Rights without explicit legal
protection have no effect -
violations can occur with impunity
and there is no mechanism for
redress. Mr Grover's first
challenge was the fact that "there
is no legal right to health in
Australia”". He pointed out that
Australia remains the only
developed democracy without
statutory protection of human
rights - a situation he hoped would
be remedied by the government
following up on its recent Human
Rights Act consultations.

Two fabulous young women need
to be commended also on their
achievement of being honoured
with the Ray Poewrie award. Ray
Poewrie was a prominent Lions
Club member in the Box Hill area
many years ago who was
particularly interested in helping
young people at risk and in need
to financial support to attain their
educational goals. The award will
be used by these young people to
fund expenses related to study.

Finally, FAN has submitted
several submissions to funding
bodies this year to possibly
coordinate some exciting groups
and workshops in the about
parenting, self care, healthy
relationships and child and infant
needs. We wait with anticipation
and our fingers crossed at the
outcomes of these applications.

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As we are all aware, people
experiencing homelessness face
violations of a wide range of
human rights (Australian Human
Rights Commission). Access to
safe and secure housing is one of
the most basic human rights.
However, homelessness is not
just about housing. Fundamen-
tally, homelessness is about lack
of connectedness with family,
friends and the community and

lack of control over one's
environment.
So, while | realise that the

government will be developing a
National Human Rights Action
Plan, the whole thing seems to
lack ‘teeth’ to me, and | can only
hope that this is a start, not a
missed opportunity.

The PRBP established a
relationship with the Real Estate
Institute of Victoria (REIV)
whereby the REIV kindly offered
to promote the benefits of the
PRBP through their monthly
journal EA. This journal is sent to
all real estate agents within
Victoria and therefore promotes
the PRBP on a state wide level.
We hope to maintain this
relationship throughout the
coming years and make it a core
component of promotion of the
program.

The workshop ‘Welcome Home’
was established and held in April
with an attendance of 4 young
people. This workshop has been
designed to be interactive, fun

Lets’ get our cooking on
Our 6 week cooking program

begins Friday the 4" of June
starting at 12:30pm - 3:30pm.
Thanks to the Mitcham Baptist
church the program will be held at
their kitchen (they have a great
facility) and it is right near the
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young people in attendance with
the necessary skills they need to
access private rental
accommodation. The ‘Welcome
Home’ workshop will be run
monthly throughout the year.
Furthermore, this workshop
maintains a strong element of
giving young people the ‘inside
tips’ which gives them an
advantage when applying.

We gain these ‘inside tips’ from
working closely with local real
estate agents. One of the
initiatives that help us achieve this
is the ‘Breaking The Cycle Over
Breakfast (BCOB) which was
held in early May. 3 real estate
agents joined the PRBP for the
breakfast which is aimed at
fostering an environment of
open information sharing and
communication. The next BCOB
will be held in June and we hope
to continue this initiative on a
bi-monthly basis over the next
year.
